Extended abstracts should be up to 500 words with up to six keywords. Submitted papers should not be more than 4,000 words including abstract, keywords and references (the Harvard referencing rules need to be followed). Papers should be submitted in English as .doc file attachments by email to the Conference email address (hsss05@pme.duth.gr). 
Reviewing Process

· The selection panel of the conference committee will consider all papers received by the submission deadline to ensure that the proposed paper is relevant to the Conference. 

· Paper selection notifications will then be sent out to relevant authors. 

· All full papers will be double-blind reviewed by members of the conference committee to ensure an adequate standard, that the paper is of a suitable length, the standard of English is adequate and the paper is appropriately referenced. Their comments will be given to the author who will present the paper.
· For authors whose first language is not English we request that you have your work proof read prior to submission by a native English speaker (or at least a fluent English speaker). Papers can be rejected due to a poor standard of English. 

· Papers that are accepted will be published in the conference proceedings providing at least one author registers and presents the work at the Conference (see the registration section of the conference website for more information about registration).
